2. If the agreement is contracted through a party other than the Artist, that contractor is
considered the Artist’s Agent, who expressly warrants that he/she is authorized by the
Artist to execute this agreement on behalf of the Artist.

3. The terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement shall have precedence over any
attachment incorporated herein in the event of any conflict.

4, This agreement, including any addenda thereto and any compensation payable under the
terms hereof, cannot be assigned or transferred without the mutual written consent of both
the Artist and/or the Agent and the Client and contains the complete understanding of the
parties respecting the subject matter hereof. It is expressly understood and agreed that the
Client makes no representations or agreements, oral or otherwise, outside the terms of
this Agreement which add to, broaden, vary, or conflict with the provisions hereof. No
term, provision, or condition of this agreement may be altered, amended, or added except
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upon the execution of a written agreement by the parties hereto. Any notices provided for
herein shall be in writing and shall be personally served or mailed to the Client at the
addresses provided.

5.(a) Ifthe Client requests changes in services, and/or change of venue after the Client has
submitted this signed contract, the Artist will attempt to accommodate the requested
changes. However, any change is subject to the availability, policies, and capabilities of
the Artist. The Artist reserves the right to reject such requests.

(b) Reasonable temperatures and working conditions are mandatory.

(¢) Inthe event that the Artist is unable to fulfill its obligation due to damage or destruction
of the venue by fire, verified disability of the Artist, acts or regulations of public
authorities, or any extraordinary and unforeseen occurrence rendering the performance(s)
impossible; the Artist shall not be held liable for any expenses incurred by the Client in
connection with this event.

(d) The Client is insured against all accidents and other damage that may be caused to the
Artist and/or to their belongings due to failure or damage caused by persons or
installations residing under the responsibility of the Client. Upon request by the Artist
and/or the Agent, the Client, or persons responsible for the performance shall show
written proof of this insurance.

6. The Artist is only obligated to perform songs that have been agreed upon prior to the
event. The Artist requires at least one month lead time to learn new songs not on the
published Six Vocal Ensemble song list. If the request results in additional rehearsals,
additional costs may be incurred by the Client.

7.(a) The use of a sound system for performances is at the discretion of the Artist.

(b) The contract includes a technical rider for performances deemed to require sound
equipment. The contract is not binding until this rider has been initialed by the Client and
Artist and/or Agent.

(c) All energy supplies necessary to fulfill the requirements of the technical rider must be
approved by official legislation to avoid danger for the Artist. Upon request by the Artist
and/or the Agent, the Client, or persons responsible for the performance shall show proof
of the above mentioned.

8. Any notices and demands or statements provided for in this Agreement, and any other
notices which may be deemed necessary during its term, shall be given by registered mail
or served personally and shall be deemed to have been given on the date of mailing, as
follows:

10.(a) An advance deposit totaling at least 30% of the agreed upon amount is required two-
weeks prior to the performance date. The Artist will apply the deposit amount toward the
event’s full contract price.

(b)  This balance due must be paid in full to the Artist before the performance occurs.

(c) The Artist assesses the Client a $35 fee for any cheque returned unpaid due to insufficient
funds.
